As this is my first report to you all as President | thought | would bring you up to date with what the
committee has been doing since we were elected to office in February.

Firstly we welcomed Pauline and Graeme Mclintyre plus Dave Nicholls to the committee ranks and
thanked those returning members for their commitment to the club.

At our first committee meeting we went for a “walkabout” around the site and discussed a number
of issues that we felt needed addressing. We resolved to take action on them and I’'m pleased to
say we have completed virtually all the improvements we discussed.

Men’s shower block: Installed shower domes over both showers to eliminate steam filling the room
thus reducing condensation which we feel has resulted in an almost constantly damp floor. Greg
Connor from Auckland is reducing the water flow through the showers as we are having to use and
heat far too much water per shower at unnecessary cost.

We elected not to replace the extractor fan in the meantime to see if the shower domes have
worked which means we will be able to purchase a smaller, less expensive model which will cost
less to run. In addition we employed a commercial cleaner to give the place a thorough clean and
what a difference that has made.

Ladies bathroom: We have installed a new shower door. We did not feel it necessary to install a
shower dome as the shower doesn’t get the heavy work load as the men’s do and we didn’t feel
we should spend the money.

Cottage: We have replaced the old electric water heating system with a new gas system which
provides a better flow in the shower, once again thanks to Greg. A new shower door has been
installed and we have a new vanity ready to install and will be replacing the towel rail at the same
time and installing an RCD plug.

The space left by the old hot water cylinder is to be converted into a pantry giving more space in
the cupboards under the rear windows. We considered cutting down the cupboards but quickly
came to the conclusion that we would have ended up with a big mess and for absolutely no
benefit. Everyone has more room now for tucking their gear away especially if they are staying for
several days or if they are a family.

The two single beds in the cottage lounge have also gone and been replaced by a double bed
settee that we purchased at a bargain price. This has given us much more space and the plan is
to buy or have donated a reclining chair for some of the old fellas.

All rooms throughout the lodge have been commercially cleaned as has the kitchen so we are
looking spick and span for the upcoming fishing season.

My thanks go to Greg for his work on the cottage and men’s showers, Graeme and Mac for their
help installing the domes and shower doors and everyone else who has helped along the way.
My special thanks to Mary who keeps me informed and was the mastermind behind the cleaning
exercise which has really made a difference.

We still have things to do to maintain the club as you would all like it but in the meantime if you
have any issues or questions please don’t hesitate to call or email me....so long as it’s not about
fishing...I don’t get much time for that these days. We have another committee meeting next
month and | will update you after that.

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GRAHAM WHYMAN’S REPORT 25 uuiy 2014

The bad weather that has been circulating around the North Island has circulated round the
Taupo district and we have missed out on our share. Good news is the river/s have remained
fishable throughout. Bad news - we need the fleshes to promote the runs.

River fishing has been fair to good and most anglers are happy with catches to date. Comments
on size and conditions vary and in most cases are justified as | feel some of the fish caught are
river fish and lack the condition the “lake food” gives them.

The brown runs, on the other hand, have been remarkable and long time anglers whom have
never landed a brown in this fishery having multiple catches. The size is falling in the later
catches (5 to 6lb) being a good fish but condition is still good. Earlier in the year

the double figure brown were almost “common” and the local taxidermist has been keep busy.
The latest reports from the boat anglers show a hint of what might be to come, with Delta fishing
producing some good conditioned rainbows (white and olive bobby flies ) and other mouths the
same. The Waimarino yielding an 11.5 Ib rainbow. Best rainbow in the Taupo fishery I've seen for
many years. The trolling about Omori/ Kuratau is also pretty constant with one couple reporting
over 80 fish hooked up in a 5 day stint. All trolling.

The Tongariro has, at this time, an abundance of Caddis lava and the fish are gorging themselves,
so - Hare and copper, Flashback pheasant tail pattern are the big selling nymphs along with the
standard Glo-bug. On the wet line Wooly bugger and Rabbit patterns popular.

The TT has had some runs but most fish are moving thru very quick to the upper pools. The Hine
has had a lot of pressure thru the start of the month and the fish have continued to move in, this
is usually the earliest river to have the runs.

The lake results would indicate to me that late August early Sept should see some good fishing
with maybe the best condition fish of the season in the rivers. Unless of course we have some
bigger fresh’s.

If Francis hadn’t appeared
by then he would organise local help to start a search. Not deterred by the three metre blackberry
bushes that faced him Francis began crashing his way through the bush using his rod to press
down the thorny limbs. It was about fifteen metres into the brambles when Francis released he
was lining up that next lemon. Fortunately he had his cell phone, unfortunately it was the kind of
cell phone that required a two metre antenna to get any reception but although intermittent he
finally managed to get a message to Nigel that he was in a spot of bother.
After several hours Francis managed to back track to the river where he decided to stay put and
await rescue. Knowing that might involve a chopper, he took his white singlet off and made it
into a flag. He then tied all his indicators to the tip of his rod to attract further attention. From two
hundred metres in the air he would have looked more like a deranged Morris Dancer than a lost
fisherman, but right now he didn’t care.
Meanwhile back at base camp Nigel had called out the cavalry comprising the Turangi Police
and local Iwi and later the Taupo Police Search and Rescue Team. A search party was launched
